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Introduction to MANUU:  

Maulana Azad National Urdu University is a Central University located at Gachibowli in the 

city of Hyderabad in the Indian state of Andhra Pradesh. It was named after Maulana Abul 

Kalam Azad, India's first Minister of Education, a freedom fighter in India's struggle for 

independence, and a scholar of Islam and Urdu literature. The university was established by 

an Act of the Parliament in January 1998. The mandate of the university is to promote Urdu 

language, provide higher and vocational education through Urdu medium and focus on 

women's education. The university was recently awarded "A" Grade by National Assessment 

& Accreditation Council (NAAC).  

The University has a Directorate of Distance Education which offer different courses like 

M.A, (History, Urdu, and English) B.Ed, B.A., B.Sc. and B.Com, Diploma course in 

Journalism, Teaching English, museology   and Certificate courses in Appreciating Ghazal, 

Learning Urdu. The university has study centers in India and abroad. The University has 

established an examination centre at Jeddah, Qatar, and U.S.A. It has more than 1, 00,000 

students enrolled in different courses of distance mode in this academic year (2012). The 

Urdu knowing people from all over India and other countries get admissions in different 

course of this university. At the campus in regular course the majority of the students are 

from Bihar, Andhra Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh, Bengal, Karnataka, Maharashtra, Kashmir and 

Kerala. The students of Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra and Karnataka have access to Urdu 

background at primary and secondary level.  

But in other states like Bihar, Uttar Pradesh and Bengal there is no Urdu medium option is 

available for the students. Hence the students seeking to study in Urdu medium go for 
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Madarsa education. Another reason for the huge number of Madarsa background students in 

these states is lack of government schools in the rural areas. Madrasas are easily available in 

every small village and this education is totally free for the students. MANUU has accepted 

some Madaris’ certificate equal to secondary education and graduation like Fazil (Jamia 

Nizamia - Hyderabad, A.P), Ekhtesas (Al Mahadul Aali Al Islami - Deoband, U.P), Fazil 

(Jamiatus Salehat - Rampur, U.P), Urdu Fazil (Edara Adbiyat E Urdu - Hyderabad). So, the 

students of Madarsa, Urdu Medium schools and English medium schools are pursuing 

different course at MANUU. Because of Madrsa and Urdu medium background the students 

are facing different problems related to reading material, language, comprehension, 

university systems, rules and set up etc. for example. In general it is observed that the 

problems of the Madarsa students are different from Urdu Medium students and English 

medium students though there are some overlaps between problems of Urdu medium 

students and Madarsa students.  

Those with Madrasa degrees constitute at least 30% of the on-campus students. Rough 

estimates indicate this percentage is even higher in the Distance mode of education. 

However, there are sufficient indications that the University wants to restrict the entry of 

such students into the university. In the last three years, they have been prohibited from 

entering Women’s Studies and Urdu literature. There are rumors that university is 

contemplating closure of many courses in Distance education mode on the ground of 

‘improving quality of education in the university’. 

 This study and its questions have emerged from the collective experience of my friends and 

me during my three years stay at MANUU as students educated in Urdu medium and 

Madrasas. Rather than interpreting these experiences as personal, I thought that they should 
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be objectively studied. We suspected that our problems are more wide-spread and systemic 

than personal. I wanted to know the factors that are contributing the current state of affairs 

where the enthusiasm of the students who enter the university is turning to anger and 

resentment; where there are teachers who are invested in education but there are also those 

who are unable to understand the predicament and difficulties of the students;  where the 

administration admits students from Urdu medium and Madrasa background but does not 

invest in creating conditions for their adaptation to the university.  

Aim and Objectives:  

In this study we tried to find out, what kind of difficulties Madarsa and Urdu medium 

background students face at MANUU in relation to course material, syllabus, instructions, 

faculty, language, resources and systems. This study also tried to see how these problems are 

different for both, the impact of such problems on their overall academic performance and 

how students approach these problems.  

Method: Since this is an explorative study, open ended interview method has been adopted 

for interviewing seven Madrasa background students and eight Urdu medium students from 

different regions and departments.  

There are only few studies conducted on the Madarsa and Urdu Medium students, hence this 

study will be a source of information to understand mainly the educational problems of the 

Madarsa and Urdu Medium students at a higher / university level. The problem of mismatch 

between the students and the university culture is not unique to MANUU (language, culture, 

norms of studentship). Many universities are finding it difficult to cope with the demographic 

shift of the student population and the difficulties of matching curriculum, syllabus, 
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rules/regulations and expected outcomes with those of the students who join. As such, this 

study will help in creating a data base of the student experiences with higher education in 

elite universities.  

MANUU looked like a big Madrasa… Madrasa students at MANUU: 

Madrasa students who come to MANUU possess certificates of Hifz (Quran recitation 

course), Alim (equivalent to 10+2) and Fazil (Graduation). A few also complete Mufti (post-

graduation) course. Students of Alim course study Classical Arabic, Urdu, Calligraphy, 

Logic, Tafsir (interpretation of Quranic verses), Hadith (compilation of Prophet’s sayings) 

and the history of Islam. Introductory courses in English and Mathematics are also taught, 

along with some basics of computer use. This course is recognized as equivalent to 

intermediate by MANUU, Jamia Millia, Aligarh Muslim Unviersity, Calicut University and 

Osmania University to enter Arabic, B.A., B.com and B.Sc in distance mode.  In the Fazil 

course, they are taught History of Islam, Fiqh, Shariah Masail, Trasnslation, Tafsir, Classical 

Arabic Literature and Miras. Those who complete this course are eligible to enter post 

graduate courses in Urdu, Persian, Islamic studies and Arabic. Earlier, at MANUU, they were 

being given admission in Centre for Women’s Studies too. As of now, they are eligible to 

enter only Persian, Islamic Studies and Arabic. There are a few who have studied general 

science etc. during their Alim course. But they are exceptions.   

However, given that the entry age for Madrasas is not fixed, the age of entry of Madrasa 

students into MANUU also varies widely. Sometimes, they are younger than the other 

students and sometimes, they are older. There is also some variation in the length of the 

courses in different Madrasas. Some students complete their Alim course in four years while 
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some do in five years. In the North Indian states, distance education centers of AMU etc. are 

housed in some prominent Madrasas, which enables the students to complete their university 

undergraduate courses during their Alimiyath. Though there are many Madrasas which have 

women students completing Alim course in the North Indian states, none has reached 

MANUU till now. The few female Madrasa students at MANUU are from Andhra Pradesh, 

especially Hyderabad. In fact, women students are predominantly from Kashmir and Kerala. 

A handful of women students from elite families from North Indian states are present.  

The students that I interviewed are pursuing M.A in Islamic studies, Arabic, Persian, English 

literature, Journalism and Bachelor of Education. They are from Bihar, Kashmir and Andhra 

Pradesh. Two are women and the rest five are men. The age of my interviewees ranged 

between 22 and 35. Most of the interviews lasted one to two hours. The following interview 

extract is of a student who is pursuing his post graduation. He readily agreed to be 

interviewed, in contrast to some others who were reluctant. He also called me to confirm the 

time of the interview and we talked for two hours in his hostel room at MANUU. For me, he 

represents the large section of Madrasa students who join MANUU in terms of background, 

aspirations and thinking. The following account presents excerpts from his interview (in first 

person) with my comments (in italics).  

My parents wanted me to become an Alim:  

I am from Bhagalpur town of Bihar and my parents own 6 acres of land (2 acres of arid land 

and 4 acres of irrigated land). I have one sister and one brother. My family earns around 

Rs.5,000 through sale of vegetables etc. My parents know basic Urdu, can read Quran, from 

a few years in a local Madrasa. My parents did not want us to go into agriculture. They 
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wanted to educate us and become respectable members of society. They wanted us to become 

Alim. They admitted us in a Madrassa (Madrasa Faizan-e-Aam, which is Deobandi oriented) 

which provides free education. Despite considerable economic problems they encouraged our 

education. My elder brother and I completed our Alim course (10+2) from here. I was not 

satisfied with the rigid orientation and routine at his place. They also did not stock any non-

Deobandi books in the library and prohibited from reading material of other sects such as 

Ahle Hadith. But, I secretly got hold of such literature, read it and began to like it. My elder 

brother joined Darul-ul-loom Deoband while I looked around for a Madrassa with an open 

mind, which I found in Madrasa-Jamia-Darul-Islam, belongs to Ahle Hadis School of 

thoughts Umrabad, Tamilnadu. I discontinued my Alim course at Faizan to join Jamia Darul 

Islam.  

Among the 15 interviewees, most are from poor background and belong to backward 

villages, districts and areas where higher education is just a dream. The family’s earnings 

are between three to ten thousand per month and most of the family members work in sectors 

such as seasonal agriculture, retail, private services and cottage industry. It is institutions 

such as Maktabs, Madrasas, Khankha or scanty private schools provide basic education in 

these areas. Not only the students but parents were educated in the same institutions. Parents 

want some religious education. Since Urdu is the mother tongue, Madrasa education looks 

reachable. However, Maslak differences do not seem to be playing any role at this stage in 

these families in choosing the Madrasas that the children should go to. District level high 

schools or colleges do not have hostels while the Madrasas do. After intermediate level 

Madrasa course, the students usually go to Nadwatul-ul-loom, Darulloom-Deoband etc. or to 

Jamia Milia Islamia, AMU or MANUU. These students are interested in Islamic studies, 
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languages, social sciences, technical courses, diplomas and also wish to take admission in 

physical sciences. But, the eligibility restrictions limit their choices and they end up taking 

admission in languages and Islamic studies only. 

I wanted to read more:   

I liked Madrasa-Jamia-Darul-Islam because they allowed us to read books of all sectarian 

persuasions. Teachers were supportive, friendly and always available for consultation. In 

fact, we were allowed to disturb them even in the night, as long as the light in their room was 

on. The Madrassa also did not have restrictions on dress. They allowed me to wear a tee-shirt 

and jeans which I loved. At Faizan, I was thrown out of hostel whenever I wore a shirt. I 

spent six years here, 2005-2011, and completed my Alim course. My parents, who were 

unhappy with my performance at Faizan, began supporting me at Jamia Darul Islam, after 

noting my better performance here. I worked as a sub-editor of the student magazine and 

earned a tiny honorarium. I also contributed to the magazine and some Urdu newspapers 

about civic issues. I also joined B.A in distance education mode in Tamil medium and 

completed B.A course while I was pursuing Alim course. I got to know of MANUU on an 

educational tour to Hyderabad, in which we visited the university.  

Many Madrasa students who join MANUU aspire to become something other than what they 

could become in a Madrasa. They mostly aspire to become teachers. Many Madrasa students 

get to know about MANUU through their teachers, who encourage their bright students to go 

to MANUU for higher education. The main reason for preferring MANUU is the Urdu 

medium whereas in AMU and JMI, the medium of instruction is English. The other attraction 

is the relatively easier availability of hostel accommodation. The procedure of admission is 
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easy, application forms short and simple and easier to avail or download. The fee is also 

less. MANUU facilities are much better than the facilities at the Madrasas that they studied 

in. Compared to six to seven students per room at the Madrasa, two or three students per 

room at MANUU, they say, is better.   

MANUU looked like a big Madrasa:  

I had a professor in journalism department during my tour and applied for this course. Since I 

had already completed my B.A, I was eligible. I did not have too many problems of adjusting 

to the environment here. MANUU has the qualities of a Madrasa and a university in which 

students from Urdu medium, Madrasa and English medium can feel at home. MANUU also 

looks like a big Madrasa with its domes, arches, its architecture and a whole lot of students in 

kurta-Payjama and Burqas. Since there are a lot of Muslim teachers, they encourage Muslim 

students. Urdu, as the common language also makes it easy for many of us to adjust. We can 

do Namaz in every hostel and the department too. There is so much literature on Islam which 

even the Madrassas do not have. Even though I had some initial problems of adjustment, 

after I found my friends from Umrabad, it became easier.  

I did not know English and could not fill the form when I joined here. I also faced problems 

in the classroom as the subject was not familiar to a Madrasa student like me. The attitude of 

the teachers from English medium background was hostile and discouraging. They thought 

that, unless we mastered English, we could not learn anything. They also thought that people 

like us should not be given admission. My friend encouraged me saying that ‘you have 

contributed to the students’ magazine so it will not be difficult for you to know the subject’. I 

struggled hard to learn English too. There was no material in Urdu. So, I used the English 
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dictionary to follow the material in English. But, slowly, I mastered it. I started teaching 

English to my friends and also taught English in a Madrasa later.  

The mess bill was Rs.1500 while my scholarship was Rs.1000. I started working as an 

English teacher in a school in Mehdipatnam to support myself. Due to this, my attendance in 

the class suffered (around 5%) and my scholarship was stopped for three months.   

The problem of absenteeism and loss of interest in the classes is seen among Madrasa 

students at MANUU. Reasons are as follows. Scholarships are not released on time which 

forces them to look for jobs to sustain themselves. Most parents are poor and cannot send 

money from home. Some of them get day jobs and some night jobs. They include translation, 

teaching, home tuitions, salesmanship etc. This affects their class attendance. Many also find 

classroom teaching unattractive due to language problem and lack of interest on the part of 

the teacher. They feel that it is better to study on their own instead of wasting time attending 

the classes taken by disinterested teachers who speak in English. Administration uses 

discretion to deny scholarships to several students, especially in D.Ed, B.Ed and Polytechnic 

courses. Even the minority scholarships from the Andhra Pradesh government were not 

availed by the university due to administrative callousness, leading to the denial of 

scholarships to nearly 450 students last year. 

But, MANUU is not a Madrasa: 

There are no economic worries in Madrassa. Even if we did not have any money, we would 

get our food regularly. But, in MANUU, if we don’t have money, we have to think about 

how to get food. And here one starts feeling the economic pressure. In Madrasas, teachers are 

always available, as they live on the campus. Whenever the students faced any economic or 
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academic problem, they were available. In MANUU, such environment is absent. The 

teachers do not live here and the students are busy with their own things. Sometimes, it takes 

a whole week to solve a small academic problem. The Madrasa environment was quite 

sympathetic and supportive and here it is not. In the Madrasa, if we had problems, the seniors 

would lend things for us. Here, the students are left to their own devices and university 

encourages them to not to rely on anyone. In a Madrasa, on a small issue, we had to read a 

hundred pages. Here, it is the reverse. We get to read less about a big issue. 

What is good about the MANUU is the freedom. In Madrassas there are restrictions on dress 

whereas in the universities there are none. The freedom makes one learn fast. Now, I have 

learnt English and can converse with professors in English, Arabic and Urdu.  

As a university, MANUU is characterized by impersonal administration and teacher-student 

relationship, in contrast to the Madrasas. The economic and personal support and care, 

empathetic environment and accessibility of the teachers to the students that the Madrasa 

students are used to is absent in MANUU. Rather, they have to get attuned to a new set of 

norms centered on individualism, and personal liberty and anonymity. Madrasa students 

react in different ways to the demands of this transition. Some adapt easily while some don’t. 

But, they all are critical about these demands. 

Perceptions and reality of the Madrasa students at MANUU: 

The perception about Madrasa students is negative. Even the administration thinks that ‘the 

Madrasa students have converted MANUU into a Madrasa’. They spoil the ambience of the 

university by wearing kurta-Payjama. The administration also believes that the Madrasa 

students steal books from the library.   
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But, the reality is different. Madrasa students are regular visitors to the library and regular 

participants in the seminars. As they are habituated to strict routines and hard work, when 

they come to MANUU, they immediately get attached to the library. They do not waste time 

in trivial pursuits. They are most regular in classes and work hard, compared to other groups. 

They are the ones who get high scores in courses. They also learn English quite quickly.  

A few students drop out, however, around one or two in a class, unable to cope with 

language, attitudes of the teachers and economic problems. But, they are not big in number.  

Madrasa students are sensitive and critical about the perceptions that the university 

harbours about them. Some of them demonstrate it by not attending the classes of some 

biased teachers. Even if they attend, some leave the classroom without taking permission. 

They refuse to greet the teachers on the road or in the corridors. They abuse such teachers in 

front of their favorite students. Or they discuss it with the Urdu-speaking teachers whom they 

are close to. Madrasa students are very active on facebook and express their displeasure in 

their posts.  

Urdu medium students: 

Urdu medium education is available for Muslim students in the states of Andhra Pradesh, 

Maharastra and Karnataka and in AP it is also available at the college level, mostly in 

Telangana and Rayalaseema districts. Students from South India usually join professional 

courses such as D.Ed, B.Ed, M.Ed, MCJ, MSW and MBA, while North Indian students 

prefer Polytechnic, B.Ed, M.Ed and MBA. Among the AP students, more Rayalaseema 

students join Urdu literature, compared to Telangana students. Compared to North India, 

more South Indian students come to MANUU through the Distance Education mode. There 
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exist significant cultural differences among students from South and the North whose fault 

line again lay along language - Whose Urdu is better? Prejudices of North Indian students 

towards Deccani get relieved in the case of Urdu literature students who have to study 

Deccani as a course subject. Urdu medium students suffer less handicap vis-à-vis English, 

compared to Madrassa students, as they would have studied English as a second or third 

language in school and college. It is not uncommon to find Urdu medium students who have 

also attended a Madrasa.  

I chose MANUU as I could continue my studies in Urdu: 

My degree college teachers encouraged me to go to higher studies and told me about many 

universities but I chose MANUU as I could continue my education in Urdu medium. I was 

afraid I would fail or discontinue my studies if I joined in universities where the courses were 

in English. I wanted to join M.A. Political Science after completing my B.A. Though my 

teacher did not know much about this course, he called up his friend at MANUU; found that 

this course was started the same year and informed me that I could apply.  MANUU was a 

great change from the places that I studied in.  Till I joined my Intermediate, I did not know 

what a library was. At the junior college teachers were good and encouraging.  My B.A was 

in Economics, History, Political Science and Urdu as a language. But, I also studied Urdu 

and English languages.  

I grew up in a small town near Chittoor town. It had 300 Muslim households. My village 

school was housed in a Deeni Madrasa building.  As there was one building for all classes 

and students, sometimes, the classes were held under the tamarind tree also. Teachers were 

Vidya volunteers who came to teach for two or three months in a year, before the exams. We 
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were 150 students and there were two teachers. When I was in 9th class, the government 

constructed a building for the school.  My parents are daily wage labourers. They knew a 

little bit of Urdu, learnt from local Madrasa but we were the first ones to go to school in the 

family.  

Urdu medium students in MANUU are mostly first generation learners. Their parents are 

daily wage labourers in villages or petty businessmen such as tea shop owners or small retail 

shop owners or craftsmen such as carpenters, mechanics or ironsmiths. Some of them also 

are imams of village mosques. They are mostly from Urdu medium government schools in 

Andhra Pradesh, Maharastra, Karnataka and a few from Kashmir. Most North Indian 

students would have studied Urdu as a language in school and the college while doing the 

rest of the subjects in Hindi or English medium. South Indian Urdu medium students are 

much better in Urdu, compared to their North Indian counterparts. Students get to know 

MANUU through teachers and lecturers in college as well as teachers in the Distance 

Education classes of MANUU. Seniors also guide them to an extent.  Many students join 

MANUU programmes in the distance education mode and then join as regular students at the 

P.G level. MANUU is preferred among the Urdu medium students due to the following 

reasons: limited option due to Urdu medium education; relatively easy availability of seats, 

compared to other universities; low fee structure, availability of hostel facilities and the 

option to continue education in Urdu. Politically, MANUU offers a safer option, given the 

predominantly Muslim student population. Women students feel that it is a safe place for 

them.     
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But, then we have to listen to lectures in English: 

The classes here take place mostly in English and initially I could hardly understand 

anything. Teachers could not, so did not translate for us. Since we are the first batch of 

students, there are no seniors to help us too. The teachers also did not give us any notes. We 

are five students in class. So, we set about making our own notes for the exams. We divided 

the course syllabi into five parts. We go to the library, and make notes from the relevant 

English books with the help of an English-Urdu dictionary. Once we complete the note-

making process, we photocopy the entire set for five of us.   

Going to the library has become a habit for me now. Every day, I spend three hours in the 

library reading relevant subject books in English. This has changed me as a person and also 

improved my English. Now, I am in second semester and am able to follow the class lectures. 

Even though we write exams in Urdu, we intersperse that with English subheadings as many 

teachers don’t understand Urdu. We hope that the teachers at least follow the English sub-

headings and mark us accordingly.  

Some people have suggested that MANUU also should be converted into an English medium 

university. If that happens, most of the Urdu medium students will suffer.  

Urdu medium students come with the expectation that they can go through the university 

system – listen to class room lectures, write their exams, participate in class discussions, 

read books – in the language that the university promises them to educate in – Urdu. But, 

they find that many teachers lecture in English, are not conversant with Urdu and have 

condescending attitude towards Urdu language and students. Right from the moment they 

enter the classroom, they are told to learn English and do their class presentations, 
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assignments and write their exams in English. Shocked into compliance, the students embark 

upon their own English learning programme – through self-learning books, seniors and 

English speaking classes in the city. It assumes urgency, as without English, they cannot 

follow the classroom lecture or prepare for the exams. In addition, they also find that the 

library stocks only the English language books for their subject. They also cannot find Urdu 

social science journals in the library. This compels them to take on the task of translation – 

of English language subject material into Urdu. They get a vague idea of what the lecture is 

about and build up the notes on the basis of these ideas and the copy of the syllabus in hand, 

with the help of the available material in the library. Students have prepared course material 

for themselves in many courses through their collective effort, which they pass on to their 

juniors. While the class assignments can be submitted either in Urdu and English, final 

exams have to be written in Urdu. However, as teachers lack knowledge of Urdu language, 

the students lean to mix English and Urdu in the answer sheet. There are many cases where 

students were failed the exams due to this problem of the teachers. There is no re-evaluation 

or improvement exam which handicaps the students. For thesis submission, the initial copy 

will be submitted in English to the supervisor. This again is done with the help of seniors, 

supervisor and many good Samaritans. After it is approved, it needs to get translated into 

Urdu as that is the mandate of the University.   

Changing aspirations and expansion in hopes: 

Before I came here, I only wanted to complete my M.A and go back to teach in the college 

where I studied. But, after seeing the environment and opportunities here, I have decided to 

continue my studies. Before I came here, I was not aware of NET, SLET or M.Phil and Ph.D. 
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If I get admission in M.Phil, or Ph.D I will get a scholarship of Rs.5,000 to Rs.8,000 due to 

which I can continue my education without being a burden on my family.  

The atmosphere here is very good. There is no ragging. The facilities and calmness are good. 

And the classmates and hostel mates are cooperative. Seniors are very helpful. It is good for 

the women students also because many wear Burqua. There are separate sections in canteen, 

library for women students, which are not available in other universities. 

If I hadn’t come to MANUU, I would have lived in my village and would not have grown as 

a person.  

Many students report that their horizons have expanded after they reached and joined 

courses in MANUU. Before joining MANUU they did not know what a university was or that 

they could study further after their post-graduation. Once they join the campus, their options 

open up. Exposure in the campus – to a wide variety of people, availability of some free time, 

library and in addition, participation in seminars and conferences – contribute to their 

changed notion of self. The compulsion to learn English language is also acting as a 

stimulus. Learning English collectively and the fraternal spirit that it fosters seem to be 

boosting their self-confidence. Their ability to conquer English expands also their horizons 

as the level of self-confidence.   

Different paths are taken by them, depending upon their attitude. Some of them, after 

completing the post graduation or M.Phil move out to join other universities such as 

Hyderabad University, EFL University or even move on to JNU. They feel that MANUU is 

restrictive because of insistence on Urdu. Two, there are those, who continue in the 

university for their further education, despite obstacles. For instance, those in Education

department join M.Phil in other departments and then go back to the parent department for 

their Ph.D. Many have applied and qualified for NET, JRF and MANF from here. Three, 

there are those, who choose to prepare for job interviews, due to the availability of free time 

and library resources at the university. Many teachers and village administrative officers 

have come out of here.  

Being a bridge between MANUU and the village/town: 

As I came here with a lot of difficulty, I felt that others from my place should not face so 

many. Now I know a lot about MANUU and the different courses that it offers. When I came 

here, I knew only about M.A in Political science. But, now I know that there are several other 

courses to which Urdu medium students can apply, such as MBA, MCA, B.Ed. etc. I have 

informed all my friends about these courses. I told them to simply come here to apply or 

write the entrance exam, assuring them that I will take care of their other needs. I have sent 

application forms to my friends for this year’s admission. I have taken my friends’ room keys 

to put them up when they come here for admission or entrance test.  

I have suggested to the Department that information about MANUU should be sent to 

different Urdu medium colleges in the state, which they received positively.   

Most first generation learners become bridges between the university and their home village 

or home town. They send application forms, information about courses and host the 

friends/juniors to facilitate their entry to the university. They feel that MANUU gives at least 

a chance to Urdu medium students to continue their education. Without this university, the 

students have few options. They would drop out of the higher education map altogether. In 

this context, the huge difficulties in the form of English, are seen as ‘manageable problems’ 
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but not insurmountable. In fact, information about MANUU has spread much more through 

its students than through newspapers or any other publicity. Most students report that they 

have come to know through their seniors, friends, relatives or teachers.  

But… MANUU also fails students: 

Students who go to teachers with any grievances about academic problems, such as teaching 

in the classroom, regional and sectarian biases of the teachers, lack of reading material (in 

Urdu or English) get targeted in terms of academic performance. They tend to get failed in 

exams. Or they get less than 55%. There is no improvement exam for the student. Some 

students drop out of the university after some failures and some leave the university without 

a useful degree certificate.  

Even one backlog makes them ineligible for scholarship in the next semester. The 

scholarship that they get is anyway less than the amount of mess bill that they have to pay 

every month. Scholarship is not being given during the vacation.  

Many students have reported facing discrimination from teachers on account of their Urdu 

medium background. Several non-Urdu teachers not only look down upon these students but 

openly comment on their competence and capacity for higher education. Knowledge gained 

from Urdu sources is seen as uniformly sub-standard, not fit to be cited or quoted. Students 

who question such arbitrary and unprofessional attitude of the teachers have been victimized 

through covert and overt means – marking them low, delaying their thesis etc.    

Except a combination of discipline and punishment, the administration does not seem to have 

thought of any other options to motivation the students. They penalize those who do not 
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attend classes or fail in the exams by stopping their scholarship, without inquiring into the 

reasons for the student’s absence or the students’ failure.  

This causes a lot of resentment in the student community who have very few options open for 

them, which in turn, makes them think of administration as callous. 

On a comparative note:  

Madrasa students and Urdu medium students are not watertight categories. They have many 

common problems: of not knowing English, of unfamiliarity with the culture of the 

university, of cultural gap with the faculty and the administration. Both are seen as 

‘backward’ to an extent by the administration. Both help each other in reading and writing. 

However, there are a few significant differences among them that need to be mentioned. 

On Employability: who finds work?  

There are some differences between students with Madrasa background and the Urdu 

medium background (PG onwards) in their attitude towards self-sustaining work. Madrasa 

students, from the time they join the university, try to find ways and means of sustaining 

themselves economically. They type, translate, teach as well as work as delivery boys, in 

printing presses and do petty trading. Along with becoming Alim or Fazil, they are generally 

found in some employment, petty or respectable. They do not seem to harbor notions of high 

and low kinds of work. Having learnt basic accounting principles as part of their Madrasa 

course, they also find work in maintaining accounts of Mosques, Madrasas, small non-

trading concerns and other smaller institutions. When they get an opportunity, they also 

become Imams. During the month of Ramadan, many of them get busy offering special 
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prayers (Taravi) and they also get donations. They quickly become economically 

independent and start supporting their families back home.  

Many Urdu medium students, more or less from similar socio-economic background, find it 

relatively difficult to find work, despite their desire to do so. They continue to be dependent 

on their parents and family.  

These differences, to some extent, can be explained through the regional differences between 

the two. Madrasa students, mostly from the North Indian states, perhaps find it easier to do 

all kinds of petty work whereas Urdu medium students do not. 

Who is a good Muslim? Conversations around ‘public conduct’ among Urdu medium 

and Madrasa students: 

There are perceived differences between Madrasa students and Urdu medium students at 

MANUU about the proper modes of behavior that befits a university student at MANUU. It 

is perceived and self-reported by the Madrasa students that they keep to themselves and their 

studies; that they do not interact with others at the university, especially people of other 

communities. Some of them say that it is only at the university that they have had a chance to 

meet or speak with people of other communities as well as women. Madrasa students 

generally express their views about proper conduct that a Muslim person should have and 

tend to comment on others who have not studied in a Madrasa. They also have clear opinions 

about how women should dress and behave.  
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However, these same tendencies are pointed to by others as not befitting a person who has 

studied in a Madrassa. They argue that Madrasa certified Muslims have the responsibility of 

speaking with men and women of other communities and more importantly other Muslims.  

Extra-curricular activities:  

There are certain overlaps and differences between the extra-curricular activities of Madrasa 

students and non-Madrasa students. Many Madrasa students take active interest in cricket 

and gymnasium activities. They also have active interest in writing poetry and recite them in 

the Mushairas in the city. But, they, in general, keep away from movies, music and sports 

other than cricket.  Urdu medium students participate in many literary activities in the 

university and the city.  

Conclusion 

Students occupy a curious position in the university (or any education) system. While the 

university primarily exists to educate them, their aspirations, expectations from and 

experiences of university life are seen as partial and marginal to the ‘University’ itself. This 

study offers a critical view of the University from such a partial and marginal location of the 

students at MANUU. As such, their expectations, aspirations, experiences and the critique of 

the university, though confined to MANUU, perhaps can be seen as symptomatic of such 

problems at many universities.  

The major findings of the study are as follows: 

1) Most students are very enthusiastic about entry into higher education, being provided 

uniquely by MANUU. Without this kind of a university that offers higher education 
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in Urdu medium, it would not be possible for most of them to enter higher education. 

For many, the distance mode of education at the undergraduate level is the entry 

point. Muslim women, Madrasa students, Urdu medium students who never had easy 

access to higher education are able to enter at this level.  

2) They go out of their way to solve their academic problems in their everyday life. 

They learn English to understand the class lectures and reading material. They get 

into huge translation efforts to make the reading material accessible to themselves and 

others. They work outside to stay afloat economically.  

3) They are developing new and broader secular aspirations about themselves and the 

community after being a part of MANUU.  Many students broaden their worldview 

once they reach the university and stay on the campus. The wide variety of Muslim 

students, hostel life, comradarie with classmates and the process of education enable 

them to develop new secular aspirations about the kind of jobs that they can do and 

the kind of world view they can develop.  

4) Many students think that MANUU has increased the job prospects of the Urdu 

medium educated students through its job-oriented courses.  It has also increased their 

self-confidence and provided a new sense of worth about their Urdu medium 

education – that it has not gone waste. In fact, the students function as informal 

publicity machine of the university wherein they motivate their classmates, juniors, 

friends and acquaintances back home to join the courses.   

5) They feel that the university is overcautious, ignorant and insensitive towards many 

of their legitimate problems – of learning English, of availability of Urdu medium 

books, of classroom lectures in Urdu and a regular scholarship. They unanimously 
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want the university to be pro-active and thoughtful which will increase their self-

worth and achievements in MANUU.  

Some structural problems that the students point to: 

a) English: While they do not oppose English, they are critical of the insistence on 

English while the university does not provide any resources and support systems 

available on the campus to learn the language. They are left to fend for themselves. 

At least 50 of them travel 25 kms to Ramakrishna Mission campus in the Hyderabad 

city to attend English classes at 7 AM, which are offered free of cost. The students 

attend these classes skipping breakfast. The students ask why English classes cannot 

be held at the university itself.  

 

b) Faculty’s lack of knowledge of Urdu: Lack of knowledge of Urdu of several faculty 

members has become crucial in determining the educational transaction in and 

outside the classroom. Often, it has critical impact on the educational outcomes 

promised by the university to these students. While a few faculty members who did 

not know Urdu have made conscious efforts to bridge this gap, others have not.  The 

future of the students – in the form of examination marks – hangs in delicate balance 

– in the hands of such teachers. Students who write their examinations in Urdu 

complain that they do not fare well compared to those who write in English because 

of the lack of knowledge of Urdu of the teachers, even though they are better in the 

subject. Such teachers’ attitude of suspicion and indifference to the Madrasa and 

Urdu medium students hampers the educational growth of the students. It should be 

imperative on teachers to make their teaching accessible to the students and not 
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discriminate them due to their lack of knowledge of Urdu. Will the university 

acknowledge that the problem exists and take the necessary steps? 

 

c) Library and reading material:  As described above, Madrasa and Urdu medium 

students have made a habit of preparing their own reading material in Urdu, through 

translation of the English books given as references by the faculty and available in the 

university library. Lack of reading material in the vernacular languages is a serious 

problem at the level of higher education. However, it is being pointed out that the 

university library does not buy sufficient number of Urdu books (translations or 

original books) relevant for the various social science subjects that the students need.    

 

d) Women students’ problems: Though the university’s objectives include promotion 

of women’s education, there are no specific measures instituted to promote it. Women 

students’ access to the library is restricted due to hostel timings, which closes at 6.30 

PM.  There are strict rules regarding their movement on the campus while male 

students can access library till midnight. Lack of transport on the campus and strict 

rules regarding movement on the campus also hampers their educational 

advancement. Since women students also have similar problems regarding English, 

lack of resources regarding learning English hampers them doubly.  

 
e) Attitudes of the university administration and teachers: It is evident that teachers 

and the administration have adopted the societal biases towards Madrasa students and 

Urdu medium students, with a few exceptions. These modernist biases castigate such 

educational systems as ‘backward’ and ‘traditional’ that hamper Muslims to move 
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forward in life. While the students (interviewed for the study) seem able to navigate 

complex educational systems, the teachers are content to chastise such students for 

their ‘backwardness’ and ‘traditional’ educational background. Clearly, the schooling 

that one gets is not of one’s choice. Still, they are being made to feel so. Such 

attitudes, as students clearly say, need immediate attention and amendment.

In Department of Education and Training, MANUU notified totally 30 vacant 

positions of Asst. Professors. Out of 30, un-reserved vacancies are 12, OBC 8, SC 4, 

ST 2 and PWD 1. It may be noted that the candidates selected/appointed under SC 

and ST categories were given relaxation with respect to Urdu subject and they were 

permitted to acquire Urdu qualification within a period of one year after joining the 

University. Out of remaining 21 vacancies of open, OBC and PWD category, 12 
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candidates do not possess any knowledge of Urdu. It is observed that for reserved 

vacancies all non-Urdu candidates are selected and for Un-reserved vacancies also 

65% non-Urdu candidates are selected.
