- Sept. 17: The advocates on
hunger strike were taken
into custody by the police
at 2 am and shifted to
Gandhi Hospital, where
they continued their fast.
There were tense moments
on Friday morning with
police preventing advo-
cates without ID cards
from entering the premises.
Nearly 50 advocates were
arrested.

Following this, advocates
from Nampally Criminal
Court and City Civil Court
moved to High Court to
demonstrate but the plan
was foiled by the police.

Advocates gathered out-
side the premises of High
Court in large number vio-
lating the impositions
made by the city police
commissioner. Police
arrested and shifted them to
the Bolaram police station.

Nearly 300 advocates
were confined in the City
Civil Court by police and
were not allowed to come
out of the premises.

Few advocates making
their way came to the High
Court from the Madina
route and entered the park-
ing area of the HC. There
was an argument between
the advocates and the
police in the parking prem-
ises. Advocates demanded
police to show the line
from where the restrictions
starts and later sat at the
place by raising slogans of
‘Jai Telangana’ and anti
police slogans.

Police managed to pacify
the situation by asking the
advocates to leave the
premises at around 4 pm. In
a short time nearly 10 stu-
dents of OU-JAC entered in
the parking area of High
Court by raising slogans.

court premises when police
arrested them.

While they were arrested,
a mild lathicharge took
place and the police arrest-
ed five JAC students. They
were taken to Charminar
and Saifabad police station
after being arrested. There
was an argument between
the police and mediaper-
sons at the time of arrest.

Police forcefully made
the media move out of the
premises when the students

were  arrested.  Police
behaved rudely and women
were manhandled by

policemen at the time of
arrest. The traffic was pro-
hibited from entering the
route of the High Court and
diverted from Madina
towards Charminar. Due to
a traffic jam at Madina
junction, people could not
move freely and faced
problems to cross the Mad-
ina junction. Nearly hun-
dreds of vehicles pass
through the High Court
road which was diverted
towards Charminar. Many
district buses faced prob-
lems while crossing the
Madina junction which
they were diverted from
Madina to Charminar.
Meanwhile, the Chief
Justice Nisar Ahmad Kakru
on Friday went to the house
of  Justice  Nagarjuna
Reddy in Jubilee Hills, and
persuaded him to return to
the court. The Chief Minis-
ter also spoke to him over
phone and asked him to
withdraw his resignation.
Dr Geeta Reddy, a mem-
ber of the GoM set up to
negotiate with the agita-
tors, categorically told the
JAC leaders that govern-
ment would not consider
their demand to replace the
advocate general, Mr D.V.
